• Lead Pigments

Recommended Usage Levels: Use 1 to 3% based upon weight of the pigment for 
inorganic pigments.  Use 2 to 15% based upon weight of the pigment for organic and 
transparent pigments. Levels will vary depending on wetting properties of the dispersion 
vehicle and specific pigment(s) being milled. Optimum levels should be determined 
through laboratory testing.
